STANDING REPORTS 

Chancellor’s Updates 
Chancellor Collins announced that this is the last week of the UMass Chan Cares Giving campaign, which is run by the University.  The campaign 
provides the Medical School with the opportunity to come together to demonstrate support for our community.  We have been raising about $200,000 
a year and the drive usually runs until Thanksgiving.  The campaign supports very important programs, like putting washers and dryers in schools 
along with food pantries. These programs allow students to go home with clean clothes and a bag of food.  There is also a student financial aid fund, 
research fund and a DEI fund or you can donate to any of the hundreds and hundreds of organizations listed.     

Dr. Collins announced some wonderful news about our exceptional medical school. For the third year in a row, UMass Chan Medical School is the 
only college or university to be named to The Boston Globe’s list of the Top Places to Work in Massachusetts.  

Provost Updates 
Dr. Flotte personally congratulated the new endowed chairs.  He also announced that Jen Berryman has organized an opportunity for 
everyone to watch the official Nobel Prize ceremony conveying the prize medals.  The ceremony will be live streamed in the Sherman 
Center Auditorium on Tuesday December 10th at 10:00am local time. The celebration will also be available on YouTube.   

Dr. Flotte announced that the new Ophthalmology Chair, Chris Teng, will be starting his new position at UMass Chan on January 13th, 
and that Richard Gregory the new Chair of Molecular, Cell and Cancer Biology will start his new position in December.  
 
Dr. Flotte also announced that after a decade of dedicated service, Jean Frazier MD, the Robert M. and Shirley S. Siff Chair in Autism 
and professor of psychiatry will be stepping down as the Executive Director of the Eunice Kennedy Shriver Center in January, to 
devote more time to her research.  It is a pleasure to announce that Sarabeth Broder-Fingert, MD, MPH, professor of pediatrics and 
vice chair of clinical research in the Department of Pediatrics, who currently serves as the deputy director of the Shriver Center, will 
assume the executive director position on Jan. 1.  
 
 
 
 



 

Vice Provost for Faculty Affairs Updates 
Dr. Ahn gave a presentation on the Chancellor’s Medals Call for Nominations for 2025.  In the spirit of the Thanksgiving Celebration, 
she thanked all the successful individuals mentioned by Drs. Collins and Flotte, as well as all the people of the UMass Community 
that stepped up this year.    
 
Dr. Ahn shared a data slide that summarized the total appointments at Umass Chan Leahy.  A staggering 301 appointments have gone 
through in AY2023 and AY2024, amazing data.  Dr. Ahn thanked the Umass Chan Worcester campus departmental chairs and staff, 
who stepped up, and assisted with appointments before Lahey was fully established. She also thanked the DPACs and DPAC chairs at 
both UMass Chan and UMass Chan-Lahey, as well as the University Personnel Action Committee who reviews all of the Umass Chan 
appointments and promotions, for Umass Chan Worcester, Umass Chan-Baystate and Umass Chan-Lahey.  
 
Dr. Ahn announced that on January 31st the call for nominations will go out for the Chancellor’s Medals.  These prestigious awards 
are presented at the Convocation Investiture Ceremony in March each academic year, and there are 4 medals given to faculty, a medal 
for clinical excellence, distinguished scholarship, distinguished service and distinguished teaching.
