Instructions for students

Thank you for completing this Global Health Trip Report about your recent global health experience. The primary purpose of this report is to help future students as they are looking for global health opportunities.  A secondary purpose is to provide feedback to UMMS faculty and faculty advisors in order to help them evaluate and improve global health experiences for UMMS students.

Past Global Health Trip Reports are accessible only to individuals with UMMS credentials, and can be accessed on the UMMS website, via the eScholarship page for the International Medical Education Program (IMEP). 

To complete and submit your Global Health Trip Report, please do the following:

· First: The student completes a draft version of the Global Health Trip Report.  Students should use blue font for all answers and information they provide. The blue font will help future students and faculty to be able to quickly see the information that the student has provided in the trip report.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Second: The student should send the draft version of the Global Health Trip Report to their UMMS faculty advisor for the global health experience.  The student should ask that faculty advisor for their review of the report, and remind the faculty advisor that the final version is expected to be posted on the eScholarship page for the IMEP. 

· Third: When suggested edits from the UMMS faculty advisor have been incorporated (if there are any), then the student submits the final Global Health Trip Report to the eScholarship page for the IMEP by following the submission guidelines that are available on that page.  

If students have any questions about how to submit the final Trip Report to eScholarship, they should email both Lisa Palmer (who is the eScholarship@UMMS administrator) and the IMEP.

· Fourth: The student sends the final Global Health Trip Report to the UMMS International Medical Education Program (IMEP) via email to IMEP-GHP@umassmed.edu, and notifies the IMEP that they have submitted the report to the eScholarship page for the IMEP.
