Abolition ﬁ} Haiti is the poorest country in our hemisphere? Well freedom wasn’t free. The Haiti
Independence Debt was an 1825 agreement between Haiti and France that included France
@ demanding an indemnity of 150 million francs to be paid by Haiti in claims over property —
including Haitian slaves — that was lost through the Haitian Revolution. Over the 122 years

between 1825 and 1947, Haiti paid approximately $34 billion to France rather than spending it on economic development
or for infrastructure and public services.
