What to Do: 

1. Gently bleed, wash, flush affected area with soap and water.

2. Page the BUGS beeper 77- BUGS ( 2847) Monday – Friday, 7:00 am – 4:00 pm

3. Notify your supervisor/supervising resident (if there is one) and Clerkship director.

4. Obtain Evaluation - Don’t Delay! It is important to be evaluated within 2 hours of
exposure. You may have to begin immediate treatment.
